Online Learning Considerations

Many districts have requested additional guidance regarding the feasibility and legality
of providing online learning in the event of an extended school closure. For districts

considering a transition to online delivery, the following should be taken into
consideration. These include, but are not limited to:

Taking a traditional school environment online is not a simple task — nor is it one that

Ensuring all students in the school or district will have equal access to the
learning and required materials, including technology.

Ensuring the online learning system can effectively support the district’s
different learning and teaching needs, including the ability to provide
differentiated instruction as well as one-on-one support for students who
need it. Regardless of where the learning is happening, supports identified
on a student’s Individualized Education Program (IEP) must be provided
if the district is operating.

Ensuring students can access the assessments associated with dual credit
coursework.

Ensuring the systems in use are secure and will not allow for the release of
protected student or staff information.

The ability to provide school meals.
